2005 AFRICAN INDIVIDUAL CHESS CHAMPIONSHIPS

Lusaka, Zambia. 4th to 15th November 2005

GENERAL REGULATIONS

1. INVITATION

Under the auspices of the African Chess Union, the Chess Federation of Zambia has the honour of inviting African Federations affiliated to FIDE to participate in the 2005 African Individual Chess Championship and African Individual Women’s Chess Championship from November 4th (arrival) to November 15th (departure).

2.
PARTICIPATION

2.1 Players holding the title of GM, IM, WGM or WIM have the right to enter the tournament.

2.2 In addition each National Federation can enter a maximum of 3 players each for the championship and women’s championships.

2.3 The African Chess Union President also has the right to nominate players.

2.4 All entries must be registered with the Chess Federation of Zambia and in addition FIDE. 

3.
FIDE ENTRY FEES
3.1
In accordance with FIDE regulations, all players are required to pay an entry fee of 100 SF each. This amount can be paid through their National Federation directly to FIDE.

3.2
Payment of FIDE entry fees can also be made to the organizers at the time of registration. The organizers will issue a receipt and forward this payment to the FIDE treasurer. 

4.
REGISTRATION AND TRAVEL CONDITIONS

4.1
Entry Forms must be completed by the National Federations and should be returned to the Organizing Committee not later than 26th October 2005. 

4.2
The complete registration form must include the surnames, first names, FIDE ID number, FIDE rating and total number of players and accompanying persons.  The completed form must also include the name and telephone numbers, fax numbers and e-mail addresses of the Chief of Delegation and of the person in charge of the federation.

4.3
All travel expenses must be paid by the participants or their National Federations.

         4.4 The organizers will provide transportation from Lusaka International Airport to Chrismar Hotel Lusaka on November 4 and back to the airport on November 15.

4.5
All players and accompanying persons must pay the Organizers a registration fee of US$100 when registering their arrival. This payment is mandatory and confirms participation.

         4.6
Players will not be put in the pairing list until all required payments have been made.

5.
ACCOMMODATION AND PLAYING VENUE

  5.1
The accommodation for players and officials is the Chrismar Hotel Lusaka. The tournament venue shall be the Gazelle and Impala Conference Rooms of the Chrismar Hotel Lusaka.

5.2   The Chrismar Hotel is located only 5 km from the city centre and 26 km from the Lusaka International Airport. 

5.3
All participants (players, officials and accompanying persons) are required to lodge at the Chrismar Hotel Lusaka, which is also the tournament venue.

   5.4   Lodging for all players and accompanying persons will cost:

a)
In twin rooms: US$45.00 per person per day, full board included.

b)
In deluxe executive suites (single occupancy): US$75.00 per person per day, full board included.

5.5 All players (invited, nominated or qualified by right) and accompanying persons are required to meet the costs of their accommodation in line with 5.4

SYSTEM AND RATE OF PLAY

The championship format will be a SWISS System tournament played over NINE ROUNDS in accordance with FIDE Regulations. Rate of play will be 40 moves in 90 minutes, all the remaining moves in 15 minutes with a 30 second increment for every move starting from move 1.

8. TIE BREAK

In both events, if there is a tie for the medal winners and/or the qualifiers for the World Cup, these ties will be broken by matches. The format of these matches will be explained by the Chief Arbiter during the technical meeting at the start of the event. 

 

Other ties between players with the same number of point shall be resolved by the results between the players involved in the tie, failing that Sum of Progressive Score, failing that Buchholz, failing that Sonneborn-Berger, failing that number of won games.

9. WORLD CUP 2005 QUALIFICATION

The 2005 African Individual Championship is a qualification event for the World Chess Cup 2005. The top six players at the end of the tournament will be the African Qualifiers.

10. CHIEF ARBITER

The Chief Arbiter of the 2005 African Individual Championships is International Arbiter Webster Kafumbwe from Zambia.

The tournament will be taking place at the beginning of the Warm/Wet season in Zambia. The month of November represents the start of the rainy season. The lodging and playing venue will have excellent air-conditioning facilities. The tournament atmosphere will conform to international standards.
