Ecuador Chess Federation withdraws players from  
Sub Zonal 2.3.5 2010  
The organizers of the Caribbean Chess Sub Zonal confirmed that the Ecuador Chess Federation has withdrawn its four nominated players from the Caribbean Chess Sub Zonal scheduled to begin in Nassau, Bahamas on Friday June 25.  

Bahamas Chess Federation (BCF), President Kean Smith said that he understands that there were some internal issues that resulted in the nominated players being withdrawn.  Smith said that although three of their four nominated players were title players (2 IMs and 1 FM) in the group of four players the BCF is looking forward to a successful tournament.  

The withdrawal of the Ecuador Federation was followed by additional changes which were unrelated.  Guyana Chess Federation confirmed the participation of its Official Player and the BCF was allowed to add another player to ensure an even number of players.  With 32 players, this year’s Sub Zonal is poised to have the largest country participation since the tournament began in 1999.  Tournament play will take play at the College of The Bahamas School of Nursing.
From the list of 15 regional countries invited, 10 have confirmed their participation.  The 10 countries are Aruba, The Bahamas, Barbados, Bermuda, Dominican Republic, Guyana, Jamaica, Puerto Rico, Trinidad and Tobago and Venezuela.  
Chess Titles

One of the benefits to players participating in the Caribbean Sub Zonal is that they can earn International, FIDE and Candidate Master titles.  The criteria are as follow:

International Master (IM)

Player earning 66 2/3% from 9 games will be awarded an International Master title.  However, please note that only one IM title can be achieved in this way at this Sub Zonal.   Besides the percentage based title, the winner of the Sub Zonal will earn an IM title.
FIDE Master (FM)

Players earning 50% from the 9 games will be awarded a FIDE Master title.  Also, a player can earn a FM title by achieving a published or interim rating of 2300.  However, please note that only two FM titles can be achieved in this way at a Sub Zonal.

Candidate Master (CM)
Players earning 40% from 9 games will be awarded a Candidate Master title.  Also, a player can earn a CM title by achieving a published or interim rating of 2200.
